Bill Ireland, the City ofNorwalk's Code Enforcement Manager, is requesting special 
appropriations totaling $20,000 to fund the personnel costs associated with increased permitting 
activity in his office. The request is for $15,000 in the depmiment's Pmi Time Wage account 
013410-5140 and $5,000 for its Ove1iime Wage account 013410-5120. 

Revenues from this increased permitting activity are conservatively estimated to exceed the Code 
Enforcement' s current building permit budget by $750,000. Bill feels that this request will meet 
his depmiment' s needs for the balance of the fiscal year and that the funding of these wage 
accounts for the current spike in activity is preferable to adding full time staff when it is 
unce1iain whether the increase in activity will extend beyond this fiscal year. 

ACTIONS REQUESTED:

At this time I am requesting that special appropriations be made to the Department of 
Code Enforcement to fund the personnel costs associated with a substantial increase in 
permit activity. As of October 15,2013 my department has brought in $2,102,492.62 in 
revenue and is estimated to exceed the cunent building permit budget by $750,000.00. 

I am requesting $15,000 in the department's Part Time Wage account 013410 and $5,000 
for the Overtime Wage account 013410-5120. I feel this will meet the needs we have 
encountered with the spike in building activity for the balance of the cuiTent fiscal year. 
It is uncertain as to whether or not this trend will continue into next year so rather than 
ask for full time staff positions this seems to be a preferable remedy at this time.
